California New Hotel Development Survey 2000

Atlas Hospitality Group, the market leader in
California hotel sales, has just published its Year
2000 California New Hotel Development
Survey.

Atlas Hospitality Group has been tracking new
hotel development in the state since 1997 and is
widely recognized as the expert on the
California hotel market. Some of the highlights
of the survey include:

* Number of new hotel built in California in
2000 dropped by 36.6% over 1999 (101 vs. 64).

* Northern California experienced the largest
decline in new hotels opened, down 43.4%.
Southern California was down 21.8%.

* Largest hotel in California built in 2000 was
the 384-room Crowne Plaza in Garden Grove.

* Most expensive new hotel to open in 2000 was
the Bacara Resort & Spa in Santa Barbara at an
estimated price tag of $220 million, or just over
$610,000 per room.

* Extended Stay of America opened the most
hotels of any brand in California in 2000 with
eight, followed closely by Marriott, Hilton, and
Comfort Suites, all with seven new hotels.

Regional Highlights
Los Angeles County
8 hotels opened in 2000 with a total 974 rooms,

this accounted for 28% of the total number of
new rooms opened in 2000 in Southern

Largest new hotel to open in 2000 in Los
Angeles County was the 314-room Courtyard
by Marriott in Pasadena.

At the beginning of 2001, Los Angeles County
had a total of 46 new hotels in the planning
process with over 8,200 new rooms.

San Diego County

Lead all of Southern California in terms of
new hotels and number of rooms opened in
2000, with 9 new hotels and 1,163 rooms. San
Diego County accounted for 36% of the new
hotels opened in 2000 and over 33% of the new
rooms for Southern California. The largest
hotel to open in San Diego County in 2000 was
the 252-room Hilton San Diego Gaslamp
Quarter.

At the beginning of 2001, San Diego
continued to lead all of Southern California in
terms of new hotels in the planning stage with
66 and over 12,500 new rooms planned.



Orange County

Orange County only managed to open three
new hotels in 2000, with a total of 667 new
rooms. However, Orange County did have the
largest hotel to open in California in 2000,
which was the 384-room Crowne Plaza hotel in
Garden Grove.

At the beginning of 2001, Orange County
ranked third in Southern California in terms of
new hotels planned with 35.

Inland Empire Counties

There were only two new hotels opened in
2000, both of which were in Riverside County -
the Comfort Suites in Palm Desert and the
Country Inn & Suites in Rancho Mirage. San
Bernardino County had no new hotels opened in
2000.

At the beginning of 2001, Riverside and San
Bernardino Counties had 34 new hotels planned
(14 for Riverside County and 20 for San
Bernardino County), with a total of 3,700 new
roOms.

Northern California

Alameda County lead all Northern California
Counties in terms of number of new hotels
opened and number of new rooms in, with 11
new hotels and 1,331 rooms. Alameda County
accounted for 27% of the total number of new
hotels and rooms opened in Northern California.
The largest hotel to open in Alameda County
was the 202-room Woodfin Suites in
Emeryville.

As of February 2001, Alameda County is
second in the number of new hotels in the
planning stage with 41 and 5,432 rooms.

Santa Clara County was second out of all of
the Northern California Counties with 7 new
hotels and 1,036 new rooms in 2000. Santa
Clara County accounted for 17.9% of all new
hotels opened in Northern California and 22.2%
of all new rooms. The largest hotel to open in
Santa Clara County was the 280-room Hilton
Santa Clara, which was also the largest hotel to
open in all of Northern California.

At beginning of 2001, Santa Clara lead all of

Northern California with 43 new hotels planned
and 5,722 rooms.
San Mateo County was ranked third in terms of
new hotels opened with three and a total of 639
rooms. San Mateo County had the most
expensive hotel to open in all of California in
2000, with the 261-room Ritz Carlton Half
Moon Bay.

As of February 2001, San Mateo County had
33 new hotels planned with 4,488 rooms.

Summary

The financing market had a very profound
effect on new hotel development in California
in 2000, as we saw a tremendous decline in the
number of new hotels opened.

As the demand for California hotel rooms is
projected to grow at 4-5% in 2001, it is clear
that with growth of new hotel supply at below
1% there will be upward pressure on room
rates, especially for better quality hotels. This in
turn should lead to an increase in hotel sales
prices, providing that lenders do not tighten
their purse strings too much on purchase money
financing like they have on new construction.
