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Report: Buyer Demand for CA Hotels Remains Strong

Provided by Atlas Hospitality Group

After arecord year in 2021 with 510 hotels transact-
ed, buyer demand for hotels in Califomia remains
strong.

The Newport Beach-headquartered Atlas Hospi-
tality Group reportsin its 2022 Year-End Califomia
Hotel Sales Survey, that last year marked the sec-
ond-highest number of individual hotel sales at 483,
downjust 53% over2021.

Alan Reay, president of Atlas
Hospitality Group, also re-
ported that sales were at their
third highest in dollarvolume
at $8.598 billion, with anew
record for median price per
roomat $151,636.Reay re-
ports thatisup 10% overthe

record setin 2021.

Reay said that at midyear 2022, experts actually had
predicted a slowdown in the second half of the year
with whatwas happening with interest rates, “but
thatsimplydidn’ thappen’

“That tells us that buyer demand for hotels in Cali-
fomiaremainsverystrong,’ hesaid.

San Diego County had a 30.6% decrease inindivid-
ual transactions, from49 to 34. Total dollar volume
wasdown 33%.Thecounty’ saverage price per

room increased 154%, while the median price per
room decreased by 4.2%.

Atlas reports that the 417-room Hyatt Regency La
Jollawas the largestlocal hotel sold, and the highest
price paid at $216.3 million.

Overallinthe state, the highest price sale was $641
million paid for the 260-room Montage Resort Hotel
in Laguna Beach.

Thelargest hotel sold was the 573-room Four Points
atLos Angeles Airport. The highest priced sale was
the $189.7 million for the 350-room Westin Hotel
Pasadena.

Certified Hotel Administrator, managing partner at
Hitton Campus Del Mar and Fairfield Inn & Suites San
Marcos, said that because the cost of financing is typ-
ically 70% of the total cost, some of Atlas’  sinsight
on the findings did not jibe with him.

Rauch said hedidn’ tfully
agree that it seemed that there
is “alarge pool of buyerswho
arewilling to purchase quality
. Califomia hotel deals at prices
ator below the cost of financ-
ing” and thatthelack of new
supply of hotels “combined
with upward inflationary pressures are some of the

main reasons buyers remain extremely bullish on
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Califoria hotelinvestments”  did notseem “bull-
ish” inhisview.

Rauch said, however; that he predicts that San
Diego, as well as several other primary Califomia
markets, will likely see a large number of transac-
tionsoccurring inthe next12-18 months. “The
combination of strong pricing that hotel owners
will like and the difficulty of refinancing their current
loans will cause many hotel owners to opt fora
sale” Rauchsaid.

Many hotel owners have commercial mort-
gage-backed securitiesloans—10-year loans that
were mostly offered during 2013-14, he said.

“The interest rates were in the 4-5% range and
thoseratesdonotexisttoday,” Rauchsaid. “If
they choose to refinance, they start paying high
interest rates. Some will opt to do that; others will sell
and take the profitsand tax hit”

At the end of the day, both Reay and Rauch agree
that the San Diego hotel marketis strong and will
see continued growth in both occupancy and rates
based on the retum of corporate businessand
group/convention business, the continued mindset
of the leisure traveler that, Rauch said, “travelingisa
birthright” and the long-awaited retum of intema-
tional travel.

“Additionally, there is a favorable balance of supply
and demand as new supply remains very muted
dueto the pandemic behind us and high interest
rates on new construction loans while demand
grows by several percentage points,” Rauch said.

Reay said San Diego is showing a tremendous de-
mand for assets, induding buyers coming in looking
to convert hotels for altemative uses such as housing
for homeless individuals. And also, buyers continue
to look toward purchasing hotels to convert to apart-
ments, which comes at less of an expense than start-
ing—literally—from the ground up with new construc-
tion.

Reay said those buyers are typically less sensitive to
interest rates.

While many hotels in Los Angeles, San Frandisco

and San Jose took a hit during the pandemic, San
Diego  sdowntown market has remained strong,
Reay said. The city has a diversified economy, making
it attractive to those looking to invest, and visit.

“San Diego is not heavily dependent on one indus-
try/" hesaid.

Revamped icons and bold newcomers help shape LA’s hospitality renaissance

Although 2022 saw rising costs lead to

Here, we explore a few of these newcom-
ers, from revamps of existing icons to
new-builds changing the LA skyline.

The Georgian

One particular city landmark, the Geor-
gian, is newly reborn following an acquisi-
tion by hospitality development company
BLVD. The local office of architecture and B
design practice Fettle was tapped to set Designed by Fettle, the newly reborn Georgian hotel reinter-
a new course for the future of Santa Mon- Prets Art Deco themes in its Sunset Bar

ica’ s First Lady. “The idea was really to
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restore the building to her former and de-
served glory, not necessarily by going back
in time but more so by understanding how
an Art Deco building right on the shoreline
in Santa Monica would look and feel in a
modern world,” says Fettle cofounder Tom
Parker. "Our aim was to create a strong
sense of nostalgia.”

Zestful hues of blue and deep red perpet-
uate the influence of Cuba’ s Art Deco
movement across the 84-room property.
Eclectic and sophisticated colors animate
the bar and restaurant, while more subtle
details like custom patterns on the entry-
way floor and millwork and tile flourishes
infuse a nuanced playfulness. “We chose a
palette of numerous, slightly quieter tones
for the interior architecture and then lay-
ered this with more punch and pattern in
the fabric and furniture schemes,” Parker
adds. “The result here is intended to be
very layered and homely but also quite
exciting.”

More contemporary muses—Iike the cine-
matography of Wes Anderson and the as-
pirational lifestyles captured in the photo-
graphs of Slim Aarons—further steered the
redesign. "Our goal for the Georgian was
to extend the legacy of an icon. Obvious-
ly with such an irreplaceable building and
location, that comes with serious responsi-
bility,” says BLVD cofounder and president
Nicolo Rusconi. "We' re confident that
each of these crucial elements of the hos-
pitality experience will translate to a hotel
that is timeless, transcends trends, and acts

as inspiration for the next era of boutique
and lifestyle hospitality.”

The eclectic 95-room property reflects the
brand’ s signature California quirkiness
as well as an elevated European influence
defined by an unexpected medley of pat-
tern and texture. "l want it to feel layered

pretty,” Broshsays. “ltryto create some
reverence, even if it' s very bespoke.”
Public spaces pop with eccentricities rang-
ing from wallpapered ceilings and custom
millwork in the café and lounge to custom
tiles and a Moroccan aesthetic on the patio.
Generously sized guestrooms and suites
recall pied-a-terres with a warm backdrop
of earthy shades.

Conrad Los Angeles

butdoor areas like rooftop Agua Viva restaurant from

Deviating from maximalist narratives of
neighboring projects, the Conrad Los An-
geles—designed by London-based Tara
Bernerd & Partners—is an exercise in re-
strained opulence. Spread across 28 stories,
the tony 305-room luxury hotel commands
the throne of an entire city block in the
Grand Ave Arts District alongside a sunlit
stretch of public attractions. “With the ho-
tel’ s enviable location in Los Angeles, we
wanted to blur the lines between indoors
and outdoors throughout the public spac-

strong, bold finishes such as the ceppo
stone that dresses the lift core, then played
this off against softer more sumptuous fab-
rics.”

The expansive 10th floor functions as the
nucleus of the hotel, comprising reception,
bars, restaurants, and a pool deck lined with
cabanas. Like all projects in the Tara Bernerd
portfolio, art is a vital influence. Influences
of the West Coast Modernist movement
pervade the interiors, manifesting in fluted
tiles that wrap lobby columns and midcen-
tury-style focal points in the pre-dining bar.

"We drew inspiration from the Southern
California landscape and LA" s arts and cul-
tural history,” says Candace Hickman, lead
designer for Soho House. “The 1950s and
" 60s was a time when renowned artists
like David Hockney and Ed Ruscha, among
others, flocked to LA because of the city’ s
natural beauty and burgeoning art scene.”

Textural tapestries and surfaces from mar-
ble to velvet reflect the hotel’ s muses,
while artwork from local creatives all under
the age of 40 instill an invigorating sense of
place. "We really wanted to lean into lo-
cally inspired elements and details for this
House,” Hickman adds. Dark wood pan-
eling balances out bolder details like mint
terrazzo floors or the intricate patterns of
carpets in spaces like the library or sitting
room. Each of the 34 bedrooms channel
the eccentricities and warmth of the pub-
lic spaces with midcentury-style furniture,
aged wood, and woven tapestries.
